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Assignment: Each student must submit two documents - A (group) poster (pdf) and a Mark scheme (Excel file) for another poster.

(i) A poster produced by a group of 2 or 3 students who have worked together about any scientific aspect of the Icy Durham practical course – this activity is for 100 marks. 

Remember this is a research exercise: the group should shamelessly use the best editable poster you can find as your starting template, be that from your own research group, from the Icy Durham Web-page PowerPoint Version, or from the Internet. Students should each separately submit the same poster produced by the group to the York VLE.

(ii) A completed (Excel spread-sheet) mark scheme for the poster from another group – this activity is for 50 marks.

However, make sure that the mark scheme you submit is for the poster that has been submitted to the VLE. The marks you will receive for this activity are:
